The Presbyterian Women’s meeting on May 8
included the birthday offering. Marg Fields read in-
formation about the project, with the goal this year of
$1.2 million for two specific projects.

The projects include building a strong future for the
Congo and school restoration in New Orleans. “The
offering today will make a difference in these two
communities,” Marg read. In addition, the women
approved paying the balance on the church’s new
sound system, approximately $1,000.

Treasurer Carol Clement reported $3,776 in the sav-
ings account and $1,082 in checking. Several small
appliances have been purchased for the kitchen, in-
cluding as electric skillet, roaster, and meat thermome-
ter, as well as new sink mats, donated by Pat and
Chuck Tursky.

Members set the date for the annual soup supper, a
community social and fund raising project. It will be
held at the church on Saturday, October 18.

Members who have been working on lap robes
will be taking a month off from this project,
resuming later in the summer. The lap robes are
donated to nursing home patients and others who
have need of these items.

Members will attend a Bible study leadership
meeting relating to next year’s Bible study
program for PW. This will be held at Geneseo
on June 3 with reservations due May 26.

Sally Goff presented a sign up sheet for items
needed for VBS. These items should be at the
church June 22, with VBS starting on June 23.
Anyone who would like to help with VBS and
any of the related activities can contact her.

Pam Picard was leader for the Bible lesson and
Carol Clement and Donna Carlson were
hostesses. The PW will have their final meeting
until the fall schedule on June 12 and the meet-
ing will include election and installation of
officers.

Keep me reasonably sweet; I do not want to be a saint. Some of them
are so hard to live with — but a sour old person is one of the crowning
works of the devil. Give me ability to see good things in unexpected
places and talents in unexpected people. And, give me, O Lord, the
grace to tell them so.”
