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FROM THE PASTOR

The last week of April, I attended the sixth and final gathering for the Synod of Lincoln Trails 
New Pastor Cohort 17.  This is a program that was implemented many years ago in which 
the PCUSA charges individual synods for the care and support of the newly ordained pas-
tors within their bounds.  The cohorts meet twice a year for three years with smaller groups 
meeting in between the larger group meetings.  

At our last gathering our closing worship included a time in which we needed to present a 
mug or glass that described our current call.  We were each given a chance to share and 
then through a drawing of names were to give our mug to another pastor with a blessing.  

I took this endeavor very seriously.  I thought for a few weeks about the kind of mug I would 
bring along and then went in search of it.  The following is my recollection of my description 
of the mug that I shared with my colleagues. 

I decided that the mug I gave away needed to be native to our region.  So I went with a 
member of the PNC to Bishop Hill, a town near us.  We went to the pottery shop where I 
have watched the potter work before and searched for a mug that was deep and wide.  It 
needed to be deep and wide because God’s blessings have been that way since I have 
joined this congregation.  God’s blessings have been so deep and wide that I do not yet un-
derstand all of them.  The mug also needed to be pock-marked because my time has not 
been without pain and struggle.  

We looked for a mug and saw many beautiful mugs, shiny, colorful, perfect, smooth mugs.  
Then we saw the mug.  It was a bluish-green, huge mug.  The mug was pock-marked and 
rough around the edges.  The person with me said, “That mug is the color of your hair!”  
Sure enough it was the color of my hair—since at the time my hair was still dyed from the 30 
Hour Famine challenge we had with our Youth Group.  

Just giving this mug away did not seem like enough.  I felt like it needed to be consecrated 
in some way before it left our congregation.  So we used this mug for Holy Communion on 
Maundy Thursday.  It seemed fitting to have this mug serve God’s people before it was given 
away to one who serves God’s people. 

I hold this mug and realize that I am holding my call in my hands.  I have been loved deeply 
by God and the people I serve.  I have struggled and we have struggled as we have grown 
together.  I have come to drink coffee as I am part of a Swedish community who drinks cof-
fee like they breathe air.  I have been changed inside and out (my hair).  I do not want to part 
with this mug because it is a concrete representation of my call.  I give it to you trusting that 
you will enjoy it as much as I have enjoyed my call.  

I gave the mug to another pastor with the blessing that they have much laughter.  It seems 
that we have shared a lot laughter in the two and a half years we have been together and I 
think between the laughter and the tears God has blessed us.  Thank you and thanks be to 
God!
